It 15 also part of my duty to bang out some
of the problems faced by the school.

a} The various buldings connected with
the institution arée spread over an area
of 250 actes and they are more than 34
years old. For want of proper mainta-
nance and repairs dus to paucity of
fund, many of the strucures are in a
dilapidated condition. Most of the doors
and windows have been saten partially
or wholly by termites. The PWD
however, had gone out of the way to
help in the maintenance of certain areas
of the school building, mess and dormi-

. tories including the drainage system.
Though [he Executive Engineer, Special
Repairs, PWD had sanctioned such
works for Rs. 17 lakhs during the
curment year, a lot more still requires o
be undertaken in view of the old age of
the buildings and the poor state of
wooden fittings partially due to the
area being highly termite prone.

by The securty of the school has, of lae
been far from satisfactory. Tree felling,
cattle grazing, & attempts of encroach-
ment have become common. The issue
has already- been taken up with the
Digtrict Collector and Revenue Depart-
ment for necessary action. A boundary
wall i the only solution and the project
proposal is already resting with the
Chief Engineer, Buildings and Local
Works, PWD.

¢) The school is fully dependent on the
Kerals Water Authority for its water
requirements for all the inmates inclod-
ing the families of staff membets. The
school has been facing an acute short-
age of water for the last few years and
the quantity of waler being received
from KWA is very meagre. Three tube
wells have been drilled by the Kerala
Ground Water Department in order [o
supplement the waler requirement of
the school. Action is in hand for the
laying of pipeline and the installation of
pumping system under the MP's devel-
gpment programme.

25. T have given you a brel picture of the

school activities during the past year. It has
certainly been a gratifying vear for us at the

staff both academic and administrative. My
cadets too, have come a long way in living
upto the standards of a Sainik School, 1
have also received ample co-operation from
the parents, their latest generous act being
a donation of Rs. 15000/~ to the school for
renovating the schools auditoriom.

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A VISIT TO THE TITANIUM FACTORY
AT TRIVANDRUM

“¥ou should be well tumed cut, mind your P's
and Qs and in short put your best foot forward” -
these were the wonds, Mr. Prempadh, our Cheinisiry
Master had told us and these were the words plously
remembered by the forty boys of class VIIL A on that
morning when we boarded the bus that ook us o
the Travancore Titanium Factory. Apan !n'm:
Mr. Premnadh, we had two other science masters,
Mr. Rajan K. Varghese and Mr. 5.R. Ramachandran
accompanying us, along with Project Fellows, Miss
Anlta and Mr, Ravi Kant of RIE, Ajmeer.

At the factory premises we were first oshered in
to a lecture hall, where the training officer M,
Padmanabhan, and the R and D Manager, Dr. Joy
enllghiened us on the various aspects of the factory.

The Travancore Titaniom Factory was
established in 1946, But production started only in
1951, The main consumers of Titaniwm in India are
the paint industry, leather indusiry, ubber, cosmetics,
soap and artificial fbres” industry.

Titanium, one of the whitest material is obtained
from limanite, probably one of the balckest substance
on the carth, Titanium is a perfectly non-toxic
material. There are mainly three types of Titanium.
Anatase, Brookite and Rutile, Out of e e qualites
of Anatase and Rutile were explained o us, since
they were very widely used. Apatase has poor
resistance to weathers and a very low refractive index.
It also has the bad property of absorbing the ulirs-
violet rays during day time and emitting it during the

night. Thess disadvantages restrict the use of Anatase.
Rutile has & very high refractive index, good weather
resistance, and is able to prevent the sccumulation of
nltra-viclet rays and thus is far more useful than
Anatase. :

Titanivm-di-oxide is made through a wvery
interesting and hazardous chemical process. The o,
limenite is dissolved in concenlrated sulphunic acd
and collected in & huge Mask where it is steamed ino
a semi-plasmic liquid, biack in colour snd boiled
contineously for 3 hours, The impurides during this
process gets collected at the bottom of the flask. After
the continuous bodling the jet Mlack ligquid miraculously
turmns into & pure white laquid. It is then Lillered and put
in & rotating kiln into which hot air at a temperature of
about 1100°C 1w 1200°C is blown in to it, After this
process, we gel the pure Titanium-cli-oxide pigment
The wastes ol this process are diluted sulphurc acid
and sulphur-di-oxide. The ore Imanite i5 obtained
from coastal aress of Kanyakumari and parns of
Kerala. As sulphur is not available in Indis, the
factory has to import salpbar from oil rich countries
like Kuwait, Spudi Arsbia and U.S.A,

The average particle size of Titanim is (.35
micrometres and astonishingly a gram of Ti@aniome
di-oxide can cover 12-13 sq. metres.

The bealth care of the workers Is also Laken
cars of qpuile efliciently.

Besides
ihcse, the workers also enjoy privileges Lke ravelling
[acilities, Bowsing loan, gooup insusance efco The
minirsum salary of a worker is Rs 2230, The age
limilt for the service in'the factory iz 35 vears and the
retiring age is fixed at 50 vears. The workers are
directly selecled by the mansgcment.

Unfostunately, this lactory too is not devosd of
probiems, Complaints of envirenmental pollation from
Il people is a major problem and threar faced by
the company, According to the conventional factory
rules, every factory is supposed o have a chimney at
least 2060 m. high, Bul the Travancore Titanium
fagtory, dug o the airport nearby has 8 chimney of
height 75 me only, Thus this factory causes a
comsiderabie amonnt of environmental pollution.
Prescmtly the facoory disposes the wastes into the sea.

The origin of life, setlement, clvilization, growth,
cultivation and all the major life process stared on
the banks of rivers. The great Indus valley civilizalion
as the name suggests flourished on the banks of
River Indus. Even our nation is named after this
FVET.

Majority of our present population is found 10
exist arpund the different rivers, in the northemn
plalns, The rivers have made the northem plains inlo
one of the most fenile lands in the whole world. The
world's lasget and the most fertle delta - the
Suderban’s is made by the rivers - Satluj, Ganga and
the Brahmapaira.

The Himalayas and the Western Ghats are the
main source reglons of the Indian rivers. The fvas
of India can be grouped into 2 mMajor fver sysicms.
They are the Himalayan river system and the
Peninsular river System.

The Himalayan River System

The Himalayan rivers have their sources in he
northern mountain regions. The 3 great rivers dsing
from this river reghon are the Indus, the Ganga and
the Brahmapuira.

" The Indus rises .near Lake Manasarowar in
Tiher [t's main tribotaries are Jhelum, Chenab,
Rani, Sultej and Beas. The Indus drains ino the
Arabian Sea.

The Ganga starts from the famous cave
Gaumuka, which is in the Gangothri glacier in the
UP Himalayas, The Yamuna is the most important
tributary of Ganga, The Yamuna, in tum, is
replenished by the rivers Charmbai, Sind, Betwa and
Ken The cther Himalayan rivers which join the
Ganga are - Gomatl, Goghana, Gandak and Rasi,

While flowing through West Bengal and Bangladesh,
the Ganga splits into a sumber of distributanics and
has formed the famous Delta of Suderbans. The
Hoogly is the most prominent of the distributaries.
The Ganga drains into the Bay of Bengal,

The Brahmaputra o ginaies from a glacier south
gasi of Lake Mansarowar in Tibet. Most of il
course is through Tibet, where it is called the Trangpo.
In Amnachal Pradesh it ks called Dihang, O the
rivers of India, the Brahmaputra corries the largest
volume of watern.

The Peninsular River System

The western ghats serve as the main watershed
for the peninselar rivers. These rivers can be grouped
imtr 3 drainage systems.

i} The system of north flowing rivers.
i) The sysiem of cast flowing rivers,
i) The system of west flowing rivers.

The norh flowing rivers have teir sources in
the Vindhya and the Satpura ranges. The Chambal,
the Belwa and the Son are the main north flowing
TIvess.

The Mahanadi, Godavarl, Krishna and Cauveri
are the chief east flowing dvers of Peninsular India.
The Mahanadi rises in Madhya Pradesh. It is the
largest Peninsular river. The Krishni river starls
from & spring near Mahabaleshwar, The Krishna
delta is vast and fertile. The Cauverl, renownad as
Dakshina Ganga, rises at Tala Cauveri in Coorg hills
and meges with the sca alter forming & fertlle delta
in Tamil Nadu.

The Narmada and the Tapti are the chiel west
flowing rivers.

w - e
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A gpecial feature of he major 2ast flowing
rivers s the wast deltas they form. But the west
flowing rivers generally have cstuaries ot their mouth
and no deltas. Some west flowing rivers have
walerfalls which attract tourists and help to pencrate
hydro eleciric power.

A Comparison Between the Himalayan Rivers
and the Peninsular Rivers.

The Himalayan rvers are large, perennial rivers.
Their catchment area receive heavy monscon rainfall
and also receive waler Tom melting e in summer,
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The Himalayvan rivers flow swillly through porpes
and narow valleys in their upper courses. The
Himalayan rivers transport huge quantities of
sediments. They are slow moving and gencrally free
from rapids and waterfalls in their lower courses
Lhrough the plains. So ey are very usefdl as inland
waterways, Their imigation potential is very high.

Compared with the Himalayan rivers, the
peninsukar rivers are smaller both in length and In the
vohme of water they carry. They derive their supply
of water mostly from the monsoons. During summer
sea500 4 major porton of these rivers el deied up.
They have waterfalls and rapdds in thelr courses, These
obstructions make the peninsular rivers less uselul as
Infand waterways, These rivers except ‘Krishnn' and
Cauveri” are less usefol for irrigation.

Floods

The Indian monsoons are edoricus for their
vagaries and uncertaintics, As a result of these vagaries
and uncertainties the couniry faces the twin problems
of yearly floods - and droughis, The damage o life
and propeny cavsed by these naboral calamities is very
heavy. They inflict severe set backs to the national
economy. Flood control has greal relevance in India.
The vearly floods in the Brahmapuirs are dregded
ocourances, The Damodar, ancther Bood - prone river,
has been brought under control. The vital problem of
foodsis now being tackled, The mulipurpose projects
als0 have adverse effects on our environment. [t upsets
the cquilibrium of pature by bringing down and
submerging forest and fertile Tand,

With the growth of industrialisation, our country
has progressed by leaps and bounds, But the wasies
from these industries and factories are dumped into the
rivers. Thus rivers get polluted and acidic. We people
are responsible for spoiling rivers and we must
oursclves stop it. The Government of India has put
forward massive plans o clean up he dvers which
is only possible wilh people’s co-Dperation. We
should prodect our patural  resources  for  our
existence.

along the foot hills of the Himalayas, Indian tigers
live principally on cattle, goats, deer and wild dog,
when old they become man eaters. There are four
mimnfp&nﬂm;thtnmnm&nh@n:dsﬁumdﬂll
over India, the afl black and albino leopards, and the
snow leopard which is seen only in the Himalayas.
The cheetsh or hunting leapord, renowned for ils
swiftness in the chase, has practically disappeared
from the Indian senario. So has the Asiatic lion, onee
wide spread in north Tndia, but now found only in the
e forest in Samrashira, a region of Gujarat, whene
it ig stricily protected. In 1880 there was barcly a
dozen heads left in the Gir forest, but the lion

population 18 now estimated 10 be about 300 in the
fomest,

Elephants roam the forests of peninsular India.
They are oumerous in Ckissa and are also found in
fair numbers in the jungles of the westerni ghats and
in north colmbatore in Tamilnadu, Apart from being
used for hauling log from inaccessible forests,
clephants also figure in ceremonial processions,
although to 2 lesser degree in the early 1970 with
the passing of the princely order of the society. A
favourite haunt of the elephant is Assam, where only
prociaimed rogue elephants may be shot. The great
Indian one-horned rhinocerous was also once
threatened with extinction, but is now a prolecied
species; over 400 roam the sanchiares ;fl'mlldui fix
them In Assam state.

There are vartons kinds of baar, deer, aniglope,
gazelle, goat & shecp, The sloth bear, or common
iack bear, is found all over [ndia. The snow, red or
brown hear, roam the western Himalayas, There is
only a single species of Panda but there are 18
specics of martens, weasels and ouers. Civels .and
mongooses are found through out India, The Indian,
or striped, hyena is the only extinct species of this
family in the country but is seen in many forests.
There are two types of wolves - the wooly wolf of the
western Himalayas and the small Indian wolf, which
is common throughout the country. The jackal is
comimon, and there are alleast four species of foxcs,

a5 well a5 several strains of Indian wild dog, India .

has different varicties of wild cats - the Indian desert
cat, the comman jungle cat, the leopard cat, and ihe
fishing cat. The lynxs main habitat Is in Kashmir,
the Karakol (a breed of Asian sheep) lives in north
western India,

Two species of wild pigs survive, the wild boar
and the piemy hog. The decr family is represented
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by the mouse deer, spotied deer, barking: deer, and
samibar, which are spread over varlous parts of
India. The musk deer is confined 1o Kashmir, and (he
Sikkim slag has become rare. A isappearing species
1% the Kashmir Stag, or Hangul, now a profecied
animal, The Indian gazelle the four homed antelope
the Indian black huck rodam wide arcas of the CORnLry.

To the wild baffalo family, belong the gaur,
alee known as the Indian blson; voe of the most
handsome specimens of wild bull, it is preserved in
the Sonthern Sancivaries of Bandipur in Mysore, and
Mudumalai in Tamil Nadu The Neel pai or blue
bull, roams all over Indla because of favourahle
conditims, The marknor (a kind of wild goat) {s
found in the Himalayas, which is also the home of
the Thex (another kind of wild goat), The wild yvak
inhabits the uplands of Ladakh,

Domestic animals include carile, buffalg, sheep,
Loats, horse, ponies, mules, donkeys and camels. The
cobra 15 the best known among the Tndian repliles,
There are twi varieties of cobm, common cobrea and
the king cobra, which both grow up to & length of
about 14 feet. One of the most deadly poiscnous
smake is the kraite, of which there are 11 species.
Vipers are represented by more than 20 species, the
commonest among them being Russels viper, the pit
viper and e saw scaled viper, Common snakes
Inchude the rat snake, the grass snake, and the wolf
snake. Some species of crocodiles are found in Tndia,
but there are no allegators, There arg about 50
species of turtles, tortoises, and treaping (a kind of
elible turtle).

About 1200 species of birds inhablt India;
together with sub-species the total number is about
2000, OF these about 1750 are resident in India, and
the rest are migratory, Birds of prey include vilure,
falcons, hawks and osprey. Among fish eaters are
pelicans, cormorants, fripate birds, and daitees.
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Perching birds or song birds compeise mere than hall
of India’s bied life. The various kinds of PUrTols -ane
remarkatie for thelr beanty, Kingfishers, as well as
Licas, are notable for their plumage. The myna bird,
i member of the starling family, is 2 familiar feature
of the countres ornithological landscape and ke the
parmol can imitate speech. Festherod pame includes
duck. goose, snipe, peasant and both grey and hlack
patridge. The desert arcas of Rajasthan are the hame
of the sand grouse, including the much priced imperial
s grouse. Jungle fowl are plentiful, and the bustand,
fortcan, quail, green pigeon, and several other variedies
of game birds are also found. The Indian peacock
with its showy, resplendent blue plumage, has been
dectared the nationsl bird and is now a protected
species,

Imlia oifers generous opportunities to the angler,
since many of its rivers end lakes are well stocked
Wilh a large variety of indigenous fish. Trout is
avallalde in hill streams, particalarly in Kashmir, the
Kulu valley, and Oatacamund, in Tamil Nady, The
masheer, or Indlan salmon, is found in most of the
rivers of India. Other varietics of edible fish include
members of the carp family and catfishes; the Lilsa,
i 1¥pe of herring, i popular on the east coast and the
Pomired in Bombay,

Notodious among Indian insects is the DS,
which abound everywhere. Locust invasions also
occur, although only infrequently, Among the more
uscful insects s the bee, silkworm and coceus laca,
which yields lac, from which shellac is made, There
are: many beauliful species of butterdlies also.

Even though there is 2 wide variety of animal
life in this preat couniry, most of the spocies are
vanisiing from the face of India, Being cltizens of
India let us all work for the comservation and
preservation of wild life in India,

To guole the National Centre for Health Statistics,
nearly 4% of the American children who entered
school in 1986 will live inca broken home before the
age of 18 while 14% were children of unmarried
parents. In 1950 one Amerdcan child out of every 25
wis born oul of wedlock. In 1987, one ot of every
four children bormn in America was illegitimate.
Dustorted social ideas including the western practios
of ‘dating’, influence of the popular media such as
Television, Cinema and Bock Music, have much to
do with creating a culinre of sex among most
teenagers. Ercsion and the breakdown of roditonal
Tamily [1fe §s considered o be the most feared aspect
of weslern society, often lzading o delinguency,
teenagefpremarital sex and drugs. The polentially
fatal occurrence of AIDS (Acquired Immunc
Deficiency  Syndrome} disecase has beoen Clearly
established 1o be the result of illicit drogs and sex
and is unsafe and im religious terms, sinful and
immoeal, Az far as the present Indian generation is
concerned, children grow up In twoo essentlally
different culiures-ome at home following the traddtiomnal
valpes while the other, under a strong westemn

infleence, They are alzo subpect to constant emeoticmal
and ethical pressure from either sides; whether for
secking comsent 1o atlend a late-night pamy or to
reconcile with Indian food and costome 3t home
Micky did not know any English when we arrived
lrom overseas; after 3 monmths of stay, e would not
uter even a single word of Malayalam 1o us in Spiie
of our fervent effons o converse with fam,

Winter was fast approaching, The country side
turmed ablaze with spectacular aulumn COIOUCS-Eroc,
amber, orange, red, violet and several other hues.

EPTOX Centre took us into the threshold of 21st
centiry through wonders of science and technalogy,
We could blast off into the unknown dark gpukce ina
fastpaced roller coaster, or ‘reach out and touch” the
3-D movie ‘Caplain EQY, 2 musical Space age

gdvenmre staring Machael Jackson, or be transported

along the Warld of Motion and Universe of Enetpy
and finally, experience the Mumi-Nations' - a
Spectacular display of dazzling lasers, fireworks and
s extravaganza, At the Kennedy Space Centre,
we toured the Manned Rockel Lavnch Complexes
and the Mission Vehicle Assembly Building, and also
felt’ an incredible fiim on a 5% - storey screen shot
by NASA astronauls in space.

It s not fully appropriate to draw parallels with
the western society but few obvious pointers would
be worthwhile in the Indian context, Generally
speaking, the overall education or individual merit of
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the western citizens did not appear to be a critical
factor in determining the well-being of the society,
more importantly, it was the compliance and respect
for a system, a code that mattered. The system itself
was stable encugh 1o cater to one-and-all alike and
ey viclation o flaws were tolerated, whether it was
in filing the tax retum o confisming o the watmic
rules, Integrity was abundant, sither in demonstratinn
of one’s responsibility or extending imconditional
courtesy to others and also in maintaining a clean
and healthy envimnmen:. Transactions and deals,
public or private, were sysiematic, up-to-date and
less subjective, all made possble with computes-like
precision, (Presence of computers in everyday life
hed made a great impact). Institutions were designed
0 entertain all sections of the society alike whether
it was provision of grocery, banking of promoting
education; apparently, there was no discrimination
(excluding the wery elite). And finally, a stable
eoonarmy enabled the average citizen of the west io
fulfill most of his matedalistic hopes leading fo &
healthy and comfortable living.

In o1l fairness, a comment on the darker side of
e wesicrn society: 18 in order, Poverty, sexual/
aloonl drug abuse and racism stand plaringly obvioos
among other things, Poverly in this context is nol
exactly the same as prevailing in many countries.
Many 4 time It Is linked to loneliness and lack of
love, Selfish and unrelenting that it is, the society
simply ignores the weak, poor and the old, most of
whom spend a miserable life cither In e streels or
in sheller homes. Sexusl freedom and aleohol/drug
addiction 15 another sad commentary about most of
the westerne city lves, which often lead o Fatal
diseases and famdly dispukss.

Racism, on the other hand, 15 not visible to a
casual observer yet it lorks behind all aspects of
everyday life. ‘It is less obvious in pleces where a
large: population of visible minorities (blacks, crientals
and other cthnic communitiées)y live, which made it
casier to deal with Stll, it is difficult to root it out
compledely; it poses 4 constant threat of lension and

insecurity 1o the immigrant, only o finally hecome a
part of his code, Tt induces him to owperform the
nalives and constantly o scck respectable positions
in the society,

[ (e final analysis It may be considered
fonunate bul somelimes confusing 1o be in the role of
an immigrant. Many, who prefer 1o enjoy the vast
abandances of creature comforts, social/economic
freedom and mobility offered by the western soclety,
crave for emotional and familial ties with their parent
coundries; it all odginstes from the view that traditional
ways of Tamily life, respect and love are no longer
found in tact. To us the new prospect was exciting,
Lo Hive in & society that granted AIDS victims special
Insurance protection, yel speclal stigmas were far
from malicious, whose citizens displayed remarkable
discipline. while rarely intimidating fellow belngs,
and where intellectual freedom was subject only to
the hounds imposed by the creator. Howewver, it
appeared unrealistic and 0 some cxtent, unfair to
long for the best of both worlds...

[Micky was wlde awake, his now more
conprehending mind tusy absorbing that traffic on
either sides of our lane. [ eould also notice that he was
listening o the Xmas tunes of Rudolph-the-Red-MNosed
Reindeer and Frosty-the Snowman on the headsets of
the mini-cassete player.

From Thiruvananthapuram Railway Station we
can board  Kanyakumarl-Bombay Exp, and reach
Pune In. From Pune, we go o Aurangiabad by bus or
one can {1y W Bombay from Trivandrum and then to
Aurangabad. From Aurangabad, Ellora caves are
only 30 km away. On the way 1o Ellora vou can have
a glimpse of Devagii Fort of the Yadavas now
known as Doulatabad Fort meaning fort of fortune,
Next af Khaladabad which is 6 Kms short of caves
liez buried in a very simple tomb of the mughal
Empers Aurangazeh after whom Aurangabad gods
155 name. Al Aurangabad also we have seven Buddhist
Caves, among which cave No. 5 where there is a
‘dancing panel’ which is worth visiting.

Now we are at the foot of the famous Eliora
Caves - Ellora has a unique place in the cave
architecture as we find a Thriveni-Sangamam e
conflucnee of art and culture of the people belonging
o three important faiths of our country namely the
Buddhist, the Jains and the Hindus, The excavated
cave emples Bere lic side by side, These caves
numbering 34 are spread out on a 2 km long mountain
range in the shape of a crescent moon. Oul of these,
12 are Buddhist, 17 Hindu and 5 Jain caves.

‘The Buddhists were the ficst to start the cave
architecture in our country, followed by Jains and
Hindus Gupta pericd is known ag the godden period

living place).

The Hinvan caves belonging o B.C. and oplo
Ind AD. period have simple Chaitya halls with a
stupa at the end. The stupa also will be simple with
may be Bodhi tree carved over it representing Buddha
and thrée umbeellas symbolishing Tri Ratnas ie,
Budha, Dharma & Sangha. But no figure of Buddha
wiould be secnany where in these caves,

The Mzhayana Chaitya has Buddha's figure
carved In the stupa and with later perod a stupa was
replaced by a huge structwe of Buddha silling in

Viharas arc monasierics, living places, meeting
hall where small mooms or cells provided: for the
menks 10 medinae, Chaitya Vibaras, are the wemple

In the Hindu caves; these are more lavishly
decorated than all other. We come across a large
tumber of sculplures, beautifully carved depleting
scenes from Hindu Mythology, the epics, Ramayana,
Mahabharat, Vaishnava & Shalva themes.

The Jains belleve in 23 Tinhankaras who came
before Mahavir who was the 24th, In these caves we
find the figures of Mahavirg, Rishabhnath, Adinath,
Parsuvanath, Gomenteswar {Bafubali), Kubera, Indra
ard sorne Goddegses.

1. We start at the Buddhist caves which are 12 in
number. First we get inlo cave MNo.5 which iz
the largest chaitya-vihara here, Tt is 117 x S8°
with 24 pillars. It is like a congregation hall,
Side walls have small cells equipped with stonc
bed and @ pillow. These were used by the
manks for meddtanon and rest, In the Garbha-
Griha a serene but huge image of Buddha is
seated in the preaching pose.

2, Now we go to No. 10 which is a chaitya of the
Mahayan sect, thal is why supa bears the
image of Buddha on il This cave is locally
knowwn a5 the Carpenter”’s shop (Sutar Zhopadi).
Sce the exact imitation of the wooden struciure
that is carved ot of the solid rock 0 utmaost
perfection. This chaitya his a gallery on the
first Moor, Watch carefully a highly ornamentad
Chaitya Window,

3. We come i the Tast of the Buddhist caves No,
12 which i alzo known as Teen Toal, the three
sloreved ome.
