He did
research in physics durzag kis spare
gime, En 1826, tke famous law Enowm
a8 'Ohm’s Law’ was published,

This lawhed different reactions on
different peonle, Some thonght that he
was pot oormal. The Minister of
Eduwcation even declarsd that (Fem was
unworthy of tesching science. What
must Ohm have feit ot this declamakion?
His hopes of achieving glory eaded.
He resigned his post and went oa giving
private coaching to boys. Yet we
shonadd be proud that he did oot resign
from the field of science. For the mext
six vears his life was miserabie.

But ths law was =lowly being
accepted by wise mea, Ohm'slaw was
accepted more by people of foreign
counfries than by the people of
Germany. Sir Charles Wheatstong,

the inventor of the Wheatstooe Bridee,

himssif wes one who appreciated Ohm’s
theory. He foumd great importsmes in

14

the law and made efaris o signily
importases to-afl people.

Thies Ohm wes agsin  becoming
popular. Im I833, seven years after the
poblication of the law, Obm was given
a post at the Naremburg Polytechmic
Sehool. The Rogal Society swarded
him the Copley M=dal in 1341 n
recogaition of his grest services to the
feld of Physics. Thos Ohm's law was
legally sccepted. Im 1849, when Olm
wis =axiy wvears old, kis smbitios
ateriatized.

He received his appointment as
Professor of Munich University. After
siwty years of hard work, Ohm was at
last at his goal. The discoursgement
he received mipht have made him fle=
from his coantry bat he kept wp his
wourage, He isa fine example of = man
schieving glory sfter a1l bis kard work.
Today in the warid, Obm's law is
famoms.
