Fuel cells are classified into foar major
types acoording fo the nature of electrodyte
material used. In the Phosphoric Acdid Fuel
Cells (PAFC), platinum electrodes sandwich
a silicon carbide contaimer in which Phospheric
Acid (liquid) electrolyte is stored. The fuel is
Hydrogen or Hydrogen-rich material. Which
is reformed catalytically into bydrogen gas.
The secand type, Proton Exchange Membrane
Fuel Cell (PEMFC) uses a polymer electrolyte
membrane to separate the oxygen and
hydrogen elements and allows only posiGvely
charged ions (protons) to pass through The
third type, known as the Molten Carbonate
Fuel Cell (MCFC) utilizes a molten salt as the
electrolyte. Recent developments have shown
great potential in yet another type of cell, the
Solid Oxide Fuel Cell [SOFC), for
commercialization. The electrolyte here is a
solid oade ceramic maberial having high ion
conductivity.

In basic fuel cell has mo moving parts.
It is environment friendly. Hydrogen and
oxygen are in, electricity out. Compare this
with the nasty byproducts of the intemnal
combustion engine-HC, C0, NO, T2,
HCHO, 502 as against water (steam) in a fuel
cell Finally, the electrochemical nature of the
fuzel cell yields conversion of nearly 50% of
hydrogen’s energy to electricity. The analogous
figure for the internal combustion of gascline
is 25%.

In this context, a comparison of huel cell
and a conventional battery (dry cell) is
refevant A dry cell stoses energy in its reacting
chemicals. It uses these chemicals to produce
electricity on demand ard retains the waste
products of the reaction. On the other hand,
when the fuel cell produces electricity, Its
reactants and wasbe products do not reside

within the cell. The hydrogen fuel and oaygen
{air }are stored separately and external to the
fuel cell. Unlike a conventional dry cell, the
fizel cell does mot man down after 2 while. Also,
a Fuel cell does not require recharging often; it
will continue to operated as long as both fuel
and oxidant ane supplied to ihe elecirodes.

APPLICATIONS

The current generated in a fwel cell
power plant could be used to run computer,
where waste hydrogen is available. Possible
applications include welding machines,
forkdift trucks and tractors. They can replace
Mickel-Cadmium batteries in submarines (3
kil Watt], Light Houses (50 kilo Watt), Heavy
Tractors and City Buses (50-500 kilo Watt),
Light Houses (30 kilo Wait), Heavy Tractors
and City Buses (50-500 kilo Watt) and cater to
Statiorary Power Plants (Stand-Alone Power
Flants up to 10 mega Watt)

The most exciting application is that in
automobiles. The major car manufacturing
companies in the US (GM, Chrysler & Ford)
and few japanese (Toyota, Mazda) and
European (Daimier-Berz, BMW) auto makers
have already intimated massive development
programs on emission-free vehicles, Several
states in the US now impose ander the Clean
Air Act Amendment that the anto-makers
st prodisce at Jeast 10% of their vehicles that
are environment friendly by the year DB
Fuel cell cars are expected to be 21 /2 to 3 times
enezgy efficient than petrol cars depending on
whether they operate on hydrogen or
methamol. Their electric facilities higher torque
and higher power at low speeds. These cars
will be quieter and require less maintenance
than internal combustion engine cars.

The largest fusel cell plant in the world,
an 11 mega Watk (MW) Phospheric acid (PAFC)
fuse] cell plant installed at the Tokyo Electric
Power Company operated at 42% power
generating efficiency and at around 200 deg
C. It however, requires an ENErgY CONSuming
external reformer to produce hydrmogen from
natural gas. The PAFC will be aseful in
environments where there is an economic
value in the relatively large proportion of
waste heat produced. Such low temperature
heat can be used for waber heating and space
conditioning. PAFC power plants in the range
of S0-200 kW will have numerous applications.

The Proton: Exchange Membrane fisel
cell stacks will power several zero-emission
buses for the Chicago Transit Authority (USA)
using 275 hp (205 kW) engines powered with
electric motors (630 volts D.C at 315 amps)
These buses have a range of 400 ko The
German auto-maker Daiimler-Benz has
recently annoanced their infention to put the
FEM fwel cell under the hood of
100,000 cars by 2005.

The Molten Carbonate fuel is being
commercialized at 2-mega Watt Scale. The
operating temperafure for this fuel cell plant
is about 650 deg C while generating a higher
efficiency of 60% by internally reforming the
hydrocarbon fuel to hydrogen.

Solid Oxide fuel cells presenity operate
at higher temperature, about 1000 deg C, with
generating efficiency of about 30-55%, and
total systemn efficiency at 80% if available waste
heat is utilized. The solid electrolytes pose no

maberial stability problems associated with
those similar to the highly corrosive
phosphoric acid and melten carbonate
electrolytes. They are expected to have service
lives greater than 10 years, nearly fwice fhat
projected with the current liquid electrolytes.
Recent research studies have indicated that
hydrogen can be directly stored onboard the
Fuel cell stack assemblly in graphite nanofibres
upto 3 times own weight under pressure at
room temperature. Sach a breakthrough will
lead to cars that can run thousands of
kilometers without refuelling.

The Origin of fuel cells dates back to
1832 when Wilkam Grove demonstrated the
world’s first fuel cell by conducting the
electrolysis ‘in reverse’. It took more than a
century for the fuel cell technology to take off
mnbo the spaceage in 1960 when they were used
to supply electrical power, heat and fresh
water for NASA's Gemini project that put the
first astronauts into space.

Now this techmology is poised to play
yet ancther major role, in changing the way
this world will source its electrical power for
home and industry in the twenty first century.
Fuel cells have already demonstrated their
potential io be exploited. The rapid progress
now taking place in the communication,
transportation and power sectors will add
impetus to the wide scale use of such a
technology to quench our hunger for power
as also the alarm concemning pellution
