The crisas, began as an anmed pang lead by
ibe coup leader George Speight took over the
Parliamentary Complex and held 37 out of the
33 parliament members who wese present in the
Pardiament Complex, inchoding Primse Minister
Mehendra Chaadery. The gang was armed with
light machine guns and light weapons. The
coumtry af farst sight gave no greal importance
w the act, a5 kidnapping and holding hoslapes
for ramsom was a segular practice i Sura and
odher regioms of Fip. Bt the counry wes really
shocked o Bear the demands put forward by
Speight Let us asalyse the canse fior the: problem
and ghe past of Fijii

Fijd was a colooy of the British Empire in
the late 1Tkth ozatory 2md 51 was the caly country
i the South Pacific to surmender its independeace
without any major war being fought. The British
wanisd s esnploy cheap labour, in the sugar cane
feebds of Fiji, which was not easily available in
Fif1, The [abour coald be esily broaght throwsh
ships from Endia, which was alsoe a British
Colony. So the British employed many ships
from India o being labour force from mainky
N.ndiz and Bengal. So many Indians were
transpocted from Endia to Fiji. The workers were
prooaised that they will be given work i navy
and anmy. bet landed =p in sugarcane frelds of
Fiji. Lile wise thousands of Indians were taken
k0 Figi. Affter masry years whea India Became
independent apd even before # there were
requests in India to bring back the Indians from

M:ILH_

Fiji. Even thoogh British allowed Indises to g
back 1o thewr motherland, most did pot wam
g0 back from where they had spent the prime:
their fife. S0 mamy Indsams sebtled these.
[ndizes were hard-working and had knowledge
and skl than the ind@igemous Figians. So thef
prospered and gained much stabis in the society.
They Bad much infloence on the majocity of
Fjians teere.

Before the coup bead by Speight in May,
b2y was another cowp lead by Esbuka, @
politician and businessman who was against the
Ethnic Indizes.
