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LEARNING - A MENTAL PARADIGM

INTRODUCTION

The most important pursuit of
teaching is causing to learn. You can be an
cutstanding teacher but that would all come
to naught if vour pupil do not learn. The old
pedagogic belief that teacher-taught-
curriculum alone formed the triumverate
of education has to be modified as
teachingtaught-learning. The important
question is — How to ensure learning of
what one teaches in the classroom?

MIND AND LEARNING

Causing to learn is the biggest
challenge for a teacher, How can one ensure
learning when one is simultaneously
engaged in teaching a variety of minds each
with its own singular quality, ability and
predisposition? When one is teaching, the
whole effort is to be directed towards the
minds of the pupil. Learning is nothing but
a change in the conscious / unconscious
structures of the mind which in turn stores
what is learnt. Just as the hard disk of a
computer stores information via the altered
magnetic states the human mind stores
information (and something more than
that!) through the altered states of
structures within the mind. Ata higher level
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all teaching is an attempt to raise the level
of mind to a higher state of consciousness
whereby learning is made a joy. Teaching is
not only an attempt to modify manifested
behaviour, it is an attempt to constantly
rejuvenale the inner being and the mind to
a higher level.

EVALUATING LEARNING

The traditional tools ie. tests and
examinations are not capable of measuring
the understanding level acquired by the
mind, since the mind functions in its own
special way and is beyond any kind of
quantification. For the teacher therefore it
is a challenge to assess whether the mind is
indeed developing along correct path- For
achieving the required impetus the following
measures will help:-

(a) Teacher should encourage creative
questioning by the children,

(b) In examinations ask questions which
require application rather than promote
role memorisation.

(¢) Wherever possible use problem-solving
approach,

(d) Involve parents and other teachers in
the overall growth of child.

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(€) Use methods like creative writing,
creative skill development to promote
divergent thinking

WHY SHOULD 1 LEARN ?

This is one question that a child keeps
asking himself. It is an important duty of the
teacher to explain to the child the advantages
of learning. Learning is acquisition of
wisdom. We learn because we exist and our
mind has been endowed with an unlimited
capacity to absorb learning. Human life is 2
great gift of the ereator and at every instant
We must grow - final destination being

Self Realisation. To achieve that one must
continually learn from nature and from all
possible agencies. Unless the mind
gradually climbs the higher planes of
consciousness, learning will remain
incomplete. Thus to reach the Summume-
bonum of life we must always learn,
Knowledge is unlimited. It is in the books,
in all kinds of media and in our environment.
However all this knowledge has no
measuring unless our mind is prepared to
absorb it. Moreover it is the mind which
stains out wisdom from knowledge. Thus
without a receptive mind all knowledge is a
waste.

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energy in a given direction. Thus our
teaching should aim to focus on right
combinations to wake up the inner
being of the child.

(¢} Mind is more than just the ACTIVE
aspect of the brain. Whereas brain is
pure logic, mind is pure consciousness,
It is through the use of mind that
we react to the higher purposes of
existence. Whereas the logical brain
may ask the child to copy in the exam
the pure consciousness of mind will
reveal the higher truths and tell the

child that it is more honourable to fail
than to copy.

Whenever you 5l ﬂ-l_:lll liy
do a task do it well. Any compronst
with excellence will lower standards
and adversely affect the mind
children.

(¢) Persomal Conduct: Poor standards of
personal conduct by teachers and
parentscreates aberrations in the minds
of the child who then floats around
rudderless. Teachers must follow
what they preach, else the chaos
created in the minds may open up
wrong structures and lead to divisive

persona.

(d) Environment: The school and society
must join hands to promote a learning
environment. At present the lament of
IVAN ILLICH that "for most of us
learning is curtailed by our obligation
to attend the school” is quite justified.
It is indeed quite a satisfying thought
that we can all put in our bit to develop
the minds of our children.

(e) Language and Communication: Most of
us do not realise that quality of the
language we speak impacts on the mind
of the children. Also if you refine your
language and communication it helps to
dissolve the Ego which further leads to
strengthening of the mind. Anyone with
a bloated sense of Ego can never be an
effective teacher. He can never train a
mind.

(f) Be creative: Right from the moment
you enter the class and till you leave,

Generally, students are afraid of
studying Mathematics. There are various
reasons for this, method of study being one
of them.

You have to accepl the fact that
Mathematics is a subject of great educational
value and it helps you to acquire knowledge

According to Locke "Mathematics is
a way to settle in the mind a habit of
reasoning”. Knowledge follows as a
consequence of reasoning power and it
brings in you all round, harmonious
development of personality.

For easy learning of a topic, first you
have to divide it into different parts and those
parts should be graded according to
difficulty level. However simple or easy
topics can be finished at one stage and
difficult parts can be studied by taking more
time and effort.

You try to use
synthetic method for solving problems in

which you have to proceed from known
things to unknown.

It is an admitted fact that "Practice
makes a man perfect”, Psychologically it has
been found that forgetting follows learning.
So you have to revise lessons that have
already been taught so that it will strengthen
the acquired knowledge in you. You can
have discussion with your friends while
doing revision, which helpsin clarifying even
the minutest details of the topic. Also you
can refer library books, which acquaint you
with new problems and prepare you better
for the examinations.

Also vou have to make use of the
supervised studies, which helps in creating
a suitable atmosphere for the self-study. It
provides you on the spol help and guidance
from your teacher.

Don't think that Mathematics isa dry
subject and vou do not find anything
interesting in it. You can reverse this
impression with the help of recreational
activities in Mathematics. You may be
surprised to hear that in ancient times,
Mathematics was mainly studied for its
recreational values and as leisure time
activity. For example you can try this
riddle - "A clock strikes six in five seconds.

Newton's laws of motion give us a
complete description of the behaviour of
moving objects at low speeds. The laws are

different at speeds reached by the particles
at SLAC.

Einstein's Special Theory of Relativity
describes the motion of particles moving at
close to the speed of light. In fact, it gives
the correct laws of motion for any particle.
This doesn’t mean Newton was wrong,
his equations are continued within the
relativistic equations. That's why relativity
doesn't play a large role in everyday life.
Einstein's theory supercedes Newton's, but
Newton's theory provides a very good
approximation for objects moving at

evervday speeds,

Einstein's theory is now very well
established as the correct description of
motion of relativistic objects, that is those
travelling at a sipnificant fraction of the speed
of light. Because most of us have little
experience with object moving at speeds
near the speed of light, Einstein’s predictions
may seem strange. However, many years of
high energy physics experiments have

thoroughly tested Einstein's theory and
show that it fits all results to date.

THEORETICAL BASIS FOR
SPECIAL RELATIVITY

Einstein's theory of special relativity
results from 2 statements — the two basic
postulates of special relativity:-

1. The speed of light is same for all the

observers, no matter what their relative
speeds,

2. 'Thelaws of physics are the same in any
inertial frame of reference. This means
that the laws of Physics observed by a
hypothetical observer travelling with a
relativistic particle must be the same as
those observed by an observer who is
stationary in the laboratory.

THE SPEED OF LIGHT IS THE
SAME FOR ALL OBSERVERS

This first postulate the speed of
light will be seen to be the same relative to
any observer, independent of the motion of
the observer - is the crucial idea that led
Einstein to formulate his theory. It means
we can define a quantity c, the speed of light,
which is a fundamental constant in nature.
Note that this is quite different from the
motion of ordinary, massive objects. If | am
driving down the freeway at 50 miles per
hour relative to the road, a car travelling in
the same direction at 55 mph has a speed
of only 5 mph relativity to me, while a car
coming from the opposite direction at

55 mph approaches me at the rate 105 mph,
Their speed relative to me depends g

PHYSICS IS THE SAME FOR
ALL INVETIAL OBSERVERS

This second postulate is really a basi,

thought unspoken assumption in 3] of
science — the idea we can formulate rules of
nature which do not depend on gy
particular observing situation. This does o
mean that things behave in the same way
on the earth and in space. Einsteig
developed a theory of motion that could
consistently contain both the same speed of
light for any observer and the familjar
addition of velocities described above for
slow-moving objects. This is called the
special theory of relativity, since it deals with
the relative motions of objects.

RELATIVISTIC DEFINITIONS
Gamma ()

The measurable effects of relativity
are based on gamma. Gamma depends only
on the speed of particle and is always larger
than one. By definition

MOMENTUM

For non-relativistic objects Newton
defined momentum (p) as the product of

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mass and velocity (p = mv). When speed
hecome relativistic we have to modify this
definition p = gamma (mv). This equation
tells you that for any particle with a non-zera
mass, the momentum gets larger and larger

asthe speed gets closer to the speed of light,
Such a particle would have infinite

momentum if it could reach the speed of
light. Since it would take an infinite amount
of force to accelerate a particle to infinite
momentum, we are forced to conclude that
a massive particle always travels at speeds
less than speed of light,

ENERGY

Probably the most famous scientific
equation of all time, first derived by Einstein
is the relationship E = mc® Einstein also
showed that the correct relativistic
expression for the energy of a particle of
mass m with momentum p is E* = m?c'+ pict.
This is a key equation for any real particle,
giving the relationship between its energy
(E), momentum (p) and its rest mass (m). If
we substitute the equation for p into the
equation for E above, with a little algebra,
we get E = gamma mc?, so energy is gamma
times rest energy.

UNITS OF MASS, ENERGY
AND MOMENTUM

Instead of using kilograms to measure
mass, physicists use a unit of energy — the
electron volt. It is the energy gained by one
electron when it moves through a potential

difference of one volt, By definition, one
electron voltis equivalent to 1,6 x 10-* joules.

PECULIAR RELATIVISTIC EFFECTS
Length contraction and time Dilation

One of the strongest parts of special
relativity is the conclusion that twe
observers who are moving relative to one
another, will get different measurements of
the length of a particular object or the time
that passes between two events G. Consider
two observers, each in a space-ship
laboratory containing clocks and meter
sticks. The space ships are moving relative
to each other at a speed close to the speed
of light using Einstein's theory.

e Each observer will see the meter stick
of the other as shorter than their own,
by the same factor gamma. This is called
length contraction.

e Each observer will see the clocks in the
other laboratory as ticking more slowly
than the clocks in his/her own, by a
factor gamma.. This is called time
dilation.

OBSERVATIONS

Particles with a variety of velocities
have shown that time dilation is a real effect.
In fact, the only reason why muons, the
cosmic ray ever reaches the surface of the
earth before decaying is due to the time

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TO KK - THE TRUE FIGHTER

M.P. Anil Kumar, Fermer Fighter Pilot
(Roll No. 1122, 1981 Batch)

Fondly called KK, Wing Commander
B.S. lirishna Kumar, a classmate (Roll No,
1076), took over as the Commanding Officer
of the Helicopter Flight based at Car Nicobar
in November 2004. As the seismic tremors
set off by the seaquake on the fateful
morning of 26 December began quivering
his world, KK mustered his wife, daughter
and son, and fled into the open. Minutes
later, the sea turned hostile and the waves
rose menacingly. The invading torrent had
the unsuspecting crowd outside the officers’
quarters running helter-skelter and later
taking shelter on the rooftops. Not KK, He
employed the robust survival instincts he
honed at our alma mater - Sainik School,
Kazhakootam = and bolted en famille to
higher ground. On their way, they hitched
on to the vehicle of an officer and reached
the highest spot on the island, They lived to
tell the tale but only five on the rooftops
survived the catachysm.

The Station Commander, another lucky
survivor, asked KK to reconnoitre the ruin.
Just 30 minutes after the tsunami struck, KK,
Flight Lieutenant Vijay Kumar (co-pilot) and
a crew of four Sergeants were airborne in a
Mi8 helicopter, wearing pyiamas, vests and
borrowed footwear, Except KK, no crewman

Wi aware of the whereabouts or safety of
his loved ones,

The widespread devastation benumbed
“’fﬂ'f!- KK converted the recce into a rescue
Hission at onee, Though they saved many

IAF personnel and their families marooned

on the housetops, they had to helplessly
walch some getting washed away by the
ebbing waves. Thereafter, he headed to the
villages and rescued some islanders, but
most of the settlements were either
submerged or obliterated.

short of fuel, KK landed the Mi-8 and
hopped in to another. He flew to a teasingly
floating ramp teeming with stranded women
and children, The crew vsed a winch and a
fire tender ladder to evacuate them. This
protracted rescue was as heroic as it was
audacious and perilous,

They could not undertake more
missions as the fuel on board the choppers
was used up and the fuel in the Car Nicobar
dump was contaminated by sea water, In
under six hours, KK and his crew rescued
356 lives, Bravo KK and Air Warriors!

Eight months on, KK is still coming to
grips with the trauma of losing several
officers and airmen he commanded and
their kin, And he is still grappling with the
task of rebuilding life from scratch as the
tsunami swallowed his entire belongings.

On this Independence Day, Kk was
conferred the Kirti Chakra, the second
highest peacetime gallantry award, for his
exemplary devotion to his calling under
adverse circumstances, K, we, your mates,
are ineffably proud of you,
