Qur scientists are working
tirelessly day and might for
finding varipus methods for
peoducing energy and they hawe
succeeded by finding many
wiays. Some of them are Hydel
power, wind energy, solar energy,
tidal energy, genthenmal energy,
nuctear energy etc. But the
scientists have not stopped thesr
guest to find moee powerful and
efficient energy resources. Mow,
the upooming enNergy nescance
which is promised by the
scientists to be produced in the
coming years is Anti-maties
technclogy. What is anti-matter?
The simple definition of anti-
matter is 2 particle which & just
the opposite of matter. it
contains etectric charpes which
is opposite to those found in
mattes, Anti-matier s produced
when two atomic particles are
smashed together in 99.99%
speed of light. We have the

facility for accelerating and
smashing pasticles in Geneva,
Switzerland, It is owned by the
world's largest scientific research
facility known as CERN (Consedl
